
Greensboro Housing Coalition, the advocate for
safe, fair, and affordable housing, works on both
the individual level and the community level to
expand people’s opportunities for good places to
live. With the conclusion of several major pro-
grams in the next few months — and the launch
of new initiatives — our specific activities will
change but our commitment remains constant.
• “Green & Healthy makes $en$e” is our new 
campaign integrating energy efficiency and
healthy homes. GHC has partnered with the City
of Greensboro’s BetterBuildings program and NC
A&T’s Center for Energy Research & Technology
to help families address unsafe housing conditions
at the same time their homes are weatherized.  
• Our outreach and education about Lead Safe
Housing continues but our study of Integrated
Pest Management in Multifamily Housing is
almost finished (the complete report will be in the
next newsletter).

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• NC Foreclosure Prevention is our new resource
for helping homeowners who are actively pursuing
new employment after job loss. GHC also counsels 
homeowners about their options after their lenders
have filed pre-foreclosure notices with the NC
Commissioner of Banks. We are no longer providing
long-term counseling about loan modifications due
to loss of housing counseling funding. See article on
page 4 for more information.
• Our Housing Hotline will continue to provide 
information, referrals, and advocacy for people in
housing crisis. However, HPRP — Homeless
Prevention Rapid Re-housing Program — will close
by the end of January when this stimulus funding
runs out. Despite GHC stabilizing housing for a
record number of homeless families (or those about
to hit the streets), there is no immediate source of
funding to continue this essential service in our 
community. See the article at the left for more 
information.
• GHC has been instrumental in the development
of the Cottage Grove Initiative to transform the
South English corridor into a vibrant mixed income 
neighborhood, centered on Hampton Leadership
Academy, with employment and retail opportunities.
This initiative is spinning off to become a new non-
profit organization with an exciting future. Learn
more about Cottage Grove at the 2012 Housing
Summit on February 29.

More than ever, your participation in GHC will
make the difference in moving our advocacy 
forward through the new opportunities and 
challenges. Join GHC!

With case management and temporary rental assistance,

GHC has stabilized housing for over 300 children who had

no place to go but the streets — or foster care, at a cost of

$180,000 per month. Add the parents fleeing domestic 

violence who did not have to return to the abuser and the

ex-offenders who have a better chance of staying out of

prison — and we are making our community a much 

safer place to live at a much lower cost. This kind of 

“re-housing” is best practice for ending homelessness. 

But GHC will close out HPRP early next year because

stimulus funds are supposed to be spent quickly. Families

will continue to face homelessness after the 

funding is exhausted. What will you do to join GHC 

in preventing homelessness?

A young woman was released from the hospital and faced imme-
diate padlocking; her landlord refused to delay the eviction but
she was determined to have a home for her two children. We told
her we could help her get moved if she was accepted by another
rental. That same day she returned with an approval letter and we
helped with deposits and a moving truck so that she was in
affordable housing within a day of the padlocking.  GHC prevent-
ed homelessness and the risk of child neglect — while strengthen-
ing this young woman’s confidence in her own ability to maintain
housing in the future.
